The Pony Rink features pony riding, and
there is fresh milk straight from the cow. The Rokkosan GBB
Cheese Castle situated in its southern area offers factory
tours and exhibitions, where you can also relish various
cheese dishes including cheese fondue.

<> Maya Shizen Kansatsu-en (Maya Nature Park)
In this vast garden of approx. 2 hectares
surrounded by natural forests, beautiful flowering
trees and flowers of wayside plants, temperate
plants etc. bloom from season to season. Legend
says that Hachidairyuuou, a Buddhist guardian to
whom people pray for rain, held water from the well
in this garden in his mouth and flew to India to
make rain when Buddha was born. The well still
produces water without ceasing. Admission free.
